Farewell to Friends

Over the last two months Ngaati Kaapo has experienced a lot of sadness at the passing of dear friends, Joe Tuari, Lottie Trevarthen and Tom Perry.

Joe Tuari who could be seen out and about early in the mornings driving the school bus on Waiheke Island, was a strong advocate for blind and visually impaired children, and  staunchly supported initiatives in education that would ultimately benefit the people.

Lottie Trevarthen was a founding member of Ngāti Kāpo o Aotearoa Inc. and a staunch advocate of not only kāpo Māori and their whānau but also of deaf blind and visually impaired woman.  Lottie’s contribution to the blind community as well as the disability community generally was a testimony to her commitment in ensuring the voice of disabled persons was heard.  Lottie was also known nationwide for her musical prowess, jazz in particular, her favorite genre.

Lottie’s passion for Ngāti Kāpo remained paramount in her thoughts till the end.  One thing Lottie was adamant about was that Ngāti Kāpo continue to lead the way in the Māori Disability Sector.  This is the challenge she has bequested to us all.

Tom Perry was the fist elected chairman of Ngāti Kāpo ki Otautahi.  Tom was a family man and with the support of his wife Mere raised not only his own family of Five but also fostered many children as Child Youth and Families foster parents.  Tom’s proficiency in blind lawn bowls was known not only regionally but also nationally and internationally.  His belief in the purpose and aims of Ngāti Kāpo saw him Mere and their whānau play an active role in Ngāti Kāpo ki Otautahi activities.  
At this time of reflection on the lives of our friends and the great many legacies they each left we remember also their families.  Our thoughts and prayers are with you all at this difficult time.

Ngāti Kāpo Projects

1. He Reo Rongo

Ngāti Kāpo’s basic Tikanga and Te Reo Programme developed and piloted in 2005 has been successfully completed and we are now working on stage two which could see the wānanga reo being run near you in 2006.  We are still working on recruiting facilitators.  Any members who have a high proficiency in Te Reo Māori and wish to register their interest in becoming a facilitator are invited to do so. 2. He Mata Whāroa

The year 2005 has also seen the development of a marketing strategy for Ngāti Kāpo o Aotearoa Inc.  The intent of this project has been to develop marketing tools to better promote the unique services and skills of Ngāti Kāpo.  Key components of the project are the production of Website, brochures, digital business cards, display stands and of course the continual quality assurance of these services as well as existing initiatives such as the 0800 phone service and  the He Mata Whāroa Pānui.  All going well the brochures will be ready for circulation and the display stands for use by the end of April 2006 and the website launched in June 2006.

3. Marae Noho and Roadshow
The Marae Roadshow will also be launched in 2006 and noho will be held within each of the Ngāti Kāpo rohe. This is part of an awareness raising initiative within the community.  It also provides the member increased opportunity to be in the company of other kāpo and rejoice in our cultural identity.  The first of these Marae Noho will be held in Akaroa, Christchurch at Onuku Marae from the 19th to the 21st of May 2006.  For more information please ring Kania on 0800 770 990 mailbox 6.
Rongoa Māori - Harakeke
Harakeke or NZ Flax like many other native New Zealand Plants has been used by Māori in the past and is still widely used for several practical and decorative purposes.  These include weaving mats, clothing, bags (kete), bowls (kono) and the like.  In the past Aotearoa had a successful flax industry where it would be grown in large amounts and exported overseas to be made into durable ropes for ships.  Harakeke has also been made into bird snares, fishing lines, woven sails and toys/instruments for children’s amusement.  Juices of the root have been used as ink where the gum has been used to seal letters. Floats and rafts have been made from the flower stalks and nectar from the flowers was used to sweeten drinks and food such as para ti 

Today flax derivatives are being sold in many different forms such as oils, soaps and creams.  

Among its daily and decorative uses harakeke also has medicinal properties such as the following 

· The sticky gum is can be used as an external treatment for boils, toothache, wounds, burns, eczema and scalds 

· The gum can be used as an internal treatment for dysentery 

· Leaves can be used as a dressing for broken bones 

· Pounded leaves can be used as a dressing 

· The juice of the root acts as a disinfectant for wounds 

· A poultice of the root has been used to treat intestinal worms, ringworm and constipation
