Rongoa Māori - Pohutukawa 
Pohutukawa, known to some as Aotearoa’s Christmas tree has, like many other native New Zealand Plants, been used by Māori in the past and is still widely used for several practical and decorative purposes.  In terms of Rongoa the pohutukawa was highly respected and usually the tohunga (chief priest) would be the one to extract and make the rongoa giving it a tapu (sacred) status.  The inner bark, when infused, can be used to treat dysentry and diarrhoea (contains ellagic acid). The nectar of the flowers is used to help alleviate sore throats. Some other uses for Pohutukawa include making honey from the flowers, extracting essential oils from the inner bark and because the wood is hard and durable it has been used for making boats, paddles, weapons and eel clubs.
